Alpine Guides offers access to
the lower part of the glacier via a hidden track that winds through regenerating native forest, providing stunning views of the glacier's upper
reaches. Fox Glacier Township, often described as the more "laid-back" of the twin Glacier Country townships, is celebrated for its relaxed
atmosphere, excellent cafés, and a variety of accommodation options.
